6. The APOs for the year 2018-19 are strictly in accordance with the J&K CAF Rules 2018. More
than 80% of the outlay is proposed for forest and wildlife conservation and Im less
than 20% of the outlay is proposed for forest and wildlife infrastructure and capacity building activities.
The summaries of approved outlay for Forest and Wildlife Protection Departments are at Annexure “C1”
and “C2”. Abstract of implementing agency-wise/Division-wise APO, giving component-wise physical and
financial targets for Forest and Wildlife Protection Departments for the year 2018-19 are at Annexure “D1”
and “D2” .

Afforestation Fund Management and Planning Authority (CAMPA).

Item No: 15.0: INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND
STATE CAMPA

Transfer of forest land for non-forestry purposes is governed by Jammu and
Kashmir Forest Conservation Act, 1997. The value of ecosystem goods and services
of forests, Net Present Value (NPV), is charged from User Agencies as per the
directions of Hon’ble Supreme Court (Order dated 30.10.2002 in I.A. No. 566 in Writ
Petition No. 202 of 1995 - Godavarman v/s Union of India & Ors).

For calculation of NPV, a defined formula has been worked out. The amount of
NPV varies between Rs. 4.38 lakh and Rs. 9.39 Lakh depending upon the eco-class

and density of forests.

Ad’hoc CAMPA was set up in Ministry of Environment, Forest & Climate
Change (MoEF&CC) in 2006 as per the directions of Hon’ble Supreme Court and on
similar lines, State CAMPA has been set up in J & K vide SRO-354 dated 11 Nov.
2009.

NPV amount received from User Agencies is transferred to Ad’hoc CAMPA
(MoEF&CC) which in turn releases to State CAMPA 10% of the principal amount lying
to the credit of the State with Ad’hoc CAMPA for execution of works, as per Annual
Plan of Operation (APO), annually.

In addition, the Compensatory Afforestation amount, which includes
compensation of trees, cost of compensatory afforestation etc., is charged from User
Agencies. The amount remains with State CAMPA and is added up for utilisation as
per approved APO.

State CAMPA has a three tier structure-

* Governing Body headed by Chief Minister, J&K

+ Steering Committee headed by Chief Secretary, J&K

* Executive Committee headed by Pr. Chief Conservator of Forests,
J&K.



Executive and Steering committees also have representation from two Non-
Governmental Organisations.

The execution of CAMPA works in the State of Jammu and Kashmir started
from the year 2010-11. The CAMPA scheme has completed eight years of its
execution and has entered in the ninth year of its implementation.

The APOs are finalized as per the QOperational Guidelines for execution as
elaborated in SRO-354 dated 11 Nov. 2009. Operational Guidelines envisage following
aims & objectives and strategies of the State CAMPA:

Aim and Objectives of CAMPA: CAMPA shall promote

a) Conservation, protection, regeneration and management of existing

natural forests.

b) Conservation, protection and management of wildlife, within and outside

protected areas and its habitat.

c) Compensatory afforestation.

d) Environmental services, which include:-

i.  Provision of goods (wood, NTFP, fodder)
ii. Regulating services (flood moderation and health of soils, air and
water regimes)
iii.  Spiritual, recreational and educational services
e) Research, training and capacity building.

CAMPA strategies:
a) The highly degraded/degraded areas shall form the priority areas for
taking up afforestation and allied works.
b) The areas prone to intense biotic pressure shall get preference.
C) The areas nearer the habitations and prone to encroachment shall be
given priority.

Till date 18 meetings of Executive Committee, 14 meetings of Steering
Committee and 2 meetings of Governing Body have been held.
