Whereas in compliance to orders, directions and observations of
Hon’ble Supreme Court of India to ensure appropriate utilization of funds
accumulated with the ad-hoc CAMPA Authority at the level of Government
of India, and funds to be collected in future by the State Government,
Government of India has notified the Compensatory Afforestation Fund
Act, 2016 (No. 38 of 2016) on 3" August, 2016, which provides for creating
a “National Compensatory Afforestation Fund” and “National
Compensatory Afforestation Fund Managefnent and Planning Authority” at
the National level and “State Compensatory Afforestation Fund” and “State
Compensatory Afforestation Fund Management and Planning Authority” in

each State by an Act of Parliament,

In exercise of the power conferred by Sub Section (1) of Section 4 of
Compensatory Afforestation Act, 2016 of (No. 38 of 2016) the Governor of
Punjab is pleased to establish for the purpose of the Act a special fund to be
called the “Punjab State Compensatory Afforestation Fund” under public

accounts of Punjab.

1) Short Title, Extent and Commencement

i) This may be called the Punjab State Compensatory Afforestation
Fund.

ii) It extends to the whole of State of Punjab.

iif) It shall be deemed to have come into force on the 30" September,
2018.

2) Definition

a) ACT means the Compensatory Afforestation Fund Act, 2016 (No.38 of

2016) of Government of India .
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b) ANNUAL PLAN OF OPERATION means the annual plan for physical
activities and financial provisions approved by the Steering

Committee for a particular year.

c) FOREST CONSERVATION ACT, 1980 means an act to provide for the
conservation of forests and for matter connected there with or

ancillary or incidental there to.

d) USER AGENCIES means any person, organization, company or
department of Central or State Government making a request for

diversion or de-notification of forests land for non- forest purpose.

e) COMPENSATORY AFFORESTATION means a comprehensive scheme
including details of non-forests/degraded forest area identified for

afforestation along with the cost of structure of various operatiéns.

f) PENAL COMPENSATORY AFFORESTATION means afforestation work
to be undertaken over and above the compensatory afforestation
specified in the guidelines under the Forest Conservation Act, 1980 in
lieu of extent of area over which non-forestry activities have been
carried out without obtaining prior approval of the Competent

Authority.

g) ADDITIONAL COMPENSATORY means afforestation to be undertaken
over and above the Compensatory Afforestation as a site specific

scheme as and when instructed by the Central Government.

h) NET PRESENT VALUE means the quantification of the environmental
services provided for the forest area diverted for non-forestry uses,
as may be determined by an expert committee by the Central

Government from time to time in this regard.

i) PENAL NET PRESENT VALUE means an additional Net Present Value
to be charged from User Agency in compliance to the guidelines vide

F. No 11-42/2017-FC, dated 29" Jan. 2018 issued by Ministry of

any further directions issued by Central Government in this regard

from time to time will be included.

STATE AUTHORITY means Punjab State Compensatory Afforestation

Fund Management Authority to be constituted under Section 10 of

the Act.

GOVERNING BODY means the Governing Body of the State Authority
under Sub Section (4) of Section 10 of the Act.

STEERING COMMITTEE means the Steering Committee of the State
Authority under Sub Section (1) of Section 11 of the Act.

m) EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE means the Executive Committee of the

State Authority under Sub Section (3) of Section 11 of the Act.

PUNJAB STATE COMPENSATORY AFFORESTATION FUND:

A special fund to be called Punjab State Compensatory Afforestation
Fund for the purpose of the Act (No. 38 of 2016) is established under
public accounts of the State with effect from 30" September, 2018.

The fund shall be managed by the Punjab State Compensatory
Afforestation Fund Management and Planning Authority which shall
consist of a Governing Body headed by Chief Minister of Punjab, a
Steering Committee headed by Chief Secretary, Punjab and an
Executive Committee headed by Principal Chief Conservator of
Forests (HoFF), Punjab. These committees shall have members as

prescribed by the Act and rules made there under.

There shall be credited into this fund.

a) the unspent balance of all monies which has been tf;ansfe'rred by
adhoc CAMPA authority to the Punjab State Compensatory
Afforestation Fund Management and Planning Authority which is

to be constituted in compliance of Section 10 of the Act.

b) all monies transferable from the National Fund under clause (a) of

Section 5 of the Act.

¢) all monies realised from User Agencies by the State towards
Compensatory Afforestation, Additional Compensatory
Afforestation, Penal Compensatory Afforestation, Net Present
Value, Penal Net Present Value, Catchment Area Treatment Plan
or any money from compliance of conditions is stipulated by the
Central Government while according approval under the

provisions of Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980. And

d) the funds recoverable from User Agencies by State in cases where
forest land diverted falls within the protected areas i.e. areas
notified under Sections 18, 26 (A) or 35 of the Wildlife
(Protection) Act, 1972 for undertaking activities relating to the

protection of biodiversity and wildlife.

State Government may also credit to the Punjab State Compensatory
Afforestation Fund:-

a) Grants-in-aid received if any, by the State Authority.

b) Any loan taken or any borrowings made by the State Authority.

c) Any other sums received by the State Authority by way of

benefaction, gifts or donations.

The balance in each State Fund shall be non-lapsable and get interest
as per the rate declared by the Central Government on year to year

basis.

The balance in Punjab State Compensatory Afforestation Fund shall
be non-lapsable.
Save as otherwise provided in the act, the monies available in the

Punjab State Compensatory Afforestation Fund shall be disbursed

and utilized in the following manner namely,

a) The money received for Compensatory Afforestation, Additional
Compensatory Afforestation, Penal Compensatory Afforestation,
Catchment Area Treatment Plan and for any other site specific

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scheme may be used as per site specific scheme submitted by the
State along with the approved proposals for diversion of forest

land under the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980.

b) Money received towards Net Present Value and Penal Net Present

Value shall be used for artifi;ial regeneration (plantation), assisted
natural regeneration, forest management, forest protection,
forest and wildlife related infrastructure development, wildlife
protection and management, supply of wood and other forest
produce saving devices énd other allied activi'tiés-in the manner as
prescribed in the rules nbtiﬁed by Ministry of Environment,
Forests & Climate Change \;ride Notification dated 10™ August,
2018 and any further amendments in this regard done by the

Central Government from time to time will be included.

The interest accrued on funds available in the State Fund and
interest accrued on all monies collected by the State Government
which has been placed under the ad-hoc authority and deposited
in the nationalized banks in compliance of the directions of the
Supreme Court dated the 5" May, 2006 shall be used for
conservation and development of forest & wildlife in the manner
as prescribed in the rules notified by Ministry of Environment,
Forests & Climate Change vide Notification dated 10" August,
2018. . |

d) All monies realised from user agencies in accordance with the

decision taken by the standing committee of the National Board
for wildlife constituted under Section 5 A of the Wildlife
(Protection) Act, 1972 or the orders of Supreme Court involving
cases of diversion of forest land in protected areas sh;:;nll;= form the
corpus and income therefrom shall be used exciu;ively for
undertaking protection and conservation activities i_rg protected
area of the State including facilitating voluntary relo?:aiion from

such protected areas and in exceptional -c:ircumstancé, a part of
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corpus may also be used subject to prior approval of National
Authority.

e) 10% of amount realised from user agencies which has been

credited directly into this fund in a year shall be transferred to the

National Fund to meet expenditure as provided in clause (b) of

Section 5 of the Act.

f) The non-recurring and recurring expenditure for the management
- of State Authority including the salary and allowances payable to
its officers and other employees may be met from a part of the
interest accrued on the amounts available in this fund in the
manner as prescribed in the rules notified by Ministry of
Environment, Forests & Climate Change vide Notification dated
10" August, 2018,

g) Monies shall be released to agencies identified for execution of
_ activities in pre-determined instalments as per the annual plan of
operations approved by Steering Committee of the State

Authority and Executive Committee of the National Authority.

The amount in the Punjab State Compensatory Afforestation Fund

shall be utilized only for the purposes for which it has been created.

The accounting procedure to regulate the manner of crediting the

monies to this fund in a year shall be in such a manner as prescribed

in the Accounting Procedure notified by Ministry of Environment,
Forests & Climate Change vide Notification dated 20" November,
2018. |

Notwithstanding anything contained in any judgement or order of
any court, all the amount credited to the State Fund shall be deemed
to be credited and shall always be deemed tb have been credited to
the public account of the State within the meaning of articles 266
and 283 of the Constitution, and it shall be regulated by law made by
the State Legislature in this behalf.
